The IU Global Conference 2010 

The 26th IU conference, which is held in London from 26th to 30th April, 
will address some of the fundamental economic issues about tax that need 
resolution as part of any new and progressive programme to address poverty, 
inequality and environmental degradation. 
 
Even the most cursory examination of tax regimes in most countries will show 
that Land - by which we mean the entire range of natural resources used in 
the production of goods and services - is generally undervalued and massively 
under-taxed. Take Latin America, for example, where natural resources have 
largely been appropriated by a tiny elite, often tracing ownership to the era 
of the Conquistador, who have successfully resisted any attempt to tax their 
wealth, or the rents that ÿow from it. We donõt need to elaborate on the 
consequences: the waste of scarce resources, the regressive tax systems, the 
appalling inequality, and the criminality, violence and insecurity that ÿows from 
it.

To quote Henry George (pictured), one of the fathers of the 
Land Value Tax campaign:

òI asked a passing teamster, for want of something better to 
say, what land was worth there. He pointed to some cows 
grazing so far off that they looked like mice, and said, ôI donõt 
know exactly, but there  is a man over there who will sell 
some land for a thousand dollars an acre.õ 

Like a ÿash it came over me that there was the reason of advancing poverty 
with advancing wealth. With the growth of  population, land grows in value, and 
the men who work it must pay more for the privilege.ó

The case for taxing the rents from Land is compelling, and this conference, 
is timely. At a time when governments across the world face almost 
unprecedented pressure to protect public services in the face of mounting 
þscal deþcits, new solutions are required that do not involve imposing higher 
taxes on low income households: Land Value Taxes are an idea whose time has 
long since come.

Gavin Richard Putland  - Gavin Richard Putland completed his PhD 
thesis on computer modelling of loudspeakers, only to discover that the 
Australian economy could not give him a job in that þeld.  Thus began 
his journey from engineering to economics.  In 2003 he was hired by 
Prosper Australia, þrst as òCommunications Ofþceró, then as òResearch 
Ofþceró.  Dr Putlandõs article From the subprime to the terrigenous... 
helped conþrm that in the present global crisis, a procession of 
countries experienced a fall in property sales, followed by a fall in 
property prices, followed by a fall in real GDP. 

Frank Peddle - Dr Francis Peddle is director of the Canadian Research 
Committee on Taxation, a practising attorney and a professor of 
law, and author of Cities and Greed. He is Treasurer of the Henry 
George Foundation of Canada, a director of the Robert Schalkenbach

Edward Dodson - Edward J. Dodson is the President of the Council 
of Georgist Organizations and serves on the board of the Robert 
Schalkenbach Foundation. He managed a team of credit underwriters 
for 10 years, worked in the Housing & Community Development group 
as a market analyst and business manager. In 1997 he established an 
online education and research project, the School of Cooperative 
Individualism, and author of The Discovery of First Principles (in 3 
volumes). He teaches political economy at the Osher Lifelong Learning 
Institute at Temple University and at the Henry George School of Social 
Science in Philadelphia. 

Professor Richard Werner - is professor of international banking at 
the University of Southampton, England. He holds a BSc in international 
and development economics from the London School of Economics and 
a DPhil in economics from Oxford University.

Institute. He then became a Marie Curie fellow of the European 
Commission at Oxford University. In 1994ð98 he was chief economist 
at Jardine Fleming Securities (Asia) Ltd, after which he joined the 
faculty of Sophia University, Tokyo, where he was assistant professor 
of monetary, international, and development economics until 2004. In 
2003 he was selected as a òglobal leader for tomorrowó by the World

Duncan Pickard - Duncan Pickard was raised on a livestock farm in 
Lancashire. He followed an academic career which included a lectureship at 
the University of Leeds until 1990. Dr. Pickard is the author of Lie of the Land, 
published in 2004.

John Loveless - Dr John Loveless is an Independent Renewable & 
Environment Professional and a Visiting Fellow at Bristol Universityõs Faculty of 
Engineering where he was a Lecturer and Senior Lecturer for 20 years. He is 
an Adjunct Scholar of The Adam Smith Institute for whom he has written on 
Urban Wasteland. He was chairman and Chief Executive of The UKõs Henry 
George Foundation of Great Britain from 1994-97. He is a Water Engineer and 
is currently advocating cheaper methods of coastal defence and a novel design 
of power station using one platform to capture wind, wave, tide and solar 
energy.

Satish Kumar - Satish Kumar is the current editor of Resurgence, and the 
founder and Director of Programmes of the Schumacher College international 
centre for ecological studies. His peace walk with companions to the capitals of 
four of the nuclear-armed countries - Washington, London, Paris and Moscow, 
a trip of over 8,000 miles was a world þrst.  Satish lectures on reverential 
ecology, holistic education and voluntary simplicity.
